Have Dinner at Tropic Breeze Beach 
Bar & Grill

This popular restaurant is a must 
for your vacation in the Exumas. The 
beachfront setting boasts the most 
fantastic ocean views on a white sand 
beach. Freshly caught seafood is the 
main attraction on this menu and their 
surf and turf burger is one for the books!

Venture Over to Chat ‘N’ Chill 

This iconic beach bar isn’t located on Great Exuma or Little Exuma but just across the water on 
Stocking Island. Take a 5-minute ferry from George Town and spend your afternoon playing on 
the beach and swimming with the stingrays that hang out there!

swing by Sand Dollar Beach, its pure 
white sand makes for the most beautiful 

sand bar.

Golf at the Emerald Bay Golf Course
This award-winning golf course located at Sandals Emerald Bay was designed 

by Greg Norman and is considered one of the best in the Caribbean. Its 18 
holes hug the coastline of Grand Exuma and provide some incredible views. 

This is not a golf outing for just anyone, however. This is the longest course the 
Caribbean has to offer and golf carts are mandatory. 

Explore Moriah Harbour Cay 
National Park

This national park was established 
in 2002 and covers 13,440 acres. Its 

marine environs are a vital part of the 
ecosystem between Great Exuma and 
Little Exuma. Its wide array of habitats 
includes sand dunes, pristine beaches, 
mangrove creeks, and seagrass beds. 

You won’t want to miss the scenery and 
all of its inhabitants! 

Scuba Dive

Dive deep into the waters of Great 
Exuma and surround yourself with the 
deep blue ocean and all the marine life 
that calls it home. Certified or not, there 
is a dive boat that will suit your level of
